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Central Line Bundle Compliance

How can CR-BSI be prevented


The institute for Healthcare Improvement (2005) has developed a system of intervention sets which they term “care bundles”.   These bundles are evidence base practice interventions.  The Central line Bundle has four components:


1. Hand hygiene- proper hand hygiene is one way to decrease the incidence of central line infections.


2. Maximal Barrier Precautions-maximal barrier precautions means strict compliance with hand hygiene and wearing a cap, mask, sterile gloves and gown during line insertion.  It also means covering the patient from head to toe with a sterile drape.


3. Chlorhexidine skin antisepsis-2% Chlorhexidine (CHG) in 70% isopropyl alcohol is used for prepping the skin; it provides better kin antisepsis than any other agent.  The application of Biopatch at the insertion site after the central line is inserted  The Biopatch absorbs up to eight times its weight in fluid; it is nonirritating; has a 7-day CHG release; reduces dressing changes and reduces microbial population.


4.Daily review of central line necessity prevents delays in removing unnecessary lines in the patient.
