
If your patient does not meet the criteria, but, you wish to have weaning parameter results available to you on AM rounds:


	1.  Enter the patients’ computerized record.


	2.  Click on “Main Order Menu” (on left upper portion of screen)


	3.  Click on “Respiratory Menu” (on the furthest right column)


	4.  Click on the ACU/ICU order entry.


	5.  Click on weaning parameters.  Enter into the comment section the date and time you wish them to be completed.





4.  Spontaneous Breathing Trials (SBTs) Protocol ordering:


	SBTs can be ordered per the protocol for three consecutive days.  This does require the entry of a “text order” into CPRS.  The patient will, once the order is placed, be initiated on a SBT between 0800 and 0900 by respiratory therapy personnel if the patient meets the following criteria:





1.  The patient is hemodynamically stable per the patients’ primary nurse. Stability will be defined as HR (110/min and mean arterial pressure (MAP) ( 70 mmHg, not on pressors.

2.  The patient is responsive to stimuli with the presence of a cough and gag reflex and has not on intravenous sedation for at least 2 hours per patients’ primary nurse with a Sedation Level of 1 or 2 (See Sedation Level Scale Protocol).�

3.  FiO2 < 0.55�

4.  SpO2 ( 92%�
�



5.  ABG pH ( 7.35 (if measured). This criterion is omitted if no ABG has been ordered.�

6.  PEEP ( 5 cm H2O�

7.  25 ( RR ( 12





8.  The patient should not:


(1) be on a R/O MI protocol


(2) be status post acute MI, or


(3) have symptoms, signs or chest X-ray evidence of acute pulmonary edema.�

	If the patient does not meet the criteria below on any of the 3 days in which the process has been ordered, the respiratory therapist will inform the physician.  If the physician chooses to continue the SBT, he or she must place an additional order to that effect, superseding the protocol criteria.

5.  Critical Care Enteral Feeding Protocol:


	The Enteral Feeding Protocol does require the entry of a tube feeding order into the dietary menu of CPRS.  After entering the tube feeding in the comment sections of the order the physician can enter the following information:
